Terms of Reference

To maintain broad oversight of the strategic development of the Arts Centre and to approve the financial plan.
To this end the Arts Centre will

· Operate a wide-ranging programme of arts and cultural events

· Offer musical provision in the Music Centre and offer to students instrumental tuition bursaries and musical scholarships

· Promote and enhance arts and culture on campus through effective and timely publicity to students, staff and the local community

· Advise on the maintenance or enhancement of the physical resources for performance and exhibition and on the purchase and maintenance of art holdings on campus.

To provide an annual report to Senate on the operation and performance of the Arts Centre, and the full range of its activities, against strategic objectives.

To provide support, counsel and expertise to the Director of Arts on matters of strategic direction relevant to the present work and future development of the Arts Centre and programming.
To strengthen the Arts Centre’s strategic position in developing funding opportunities.

To contribute to the strengthening of the Arts Centre’s links with local, regional, national and international organisations.
To be responsible for the purchase, maintenance and security of art holdings on campus, including the Sculpture Trail, in collaboration with Estates Services and the Archivist.

To promote the Arts Centre and its activities externally, with the objective of establishing mutually beneficial relationships between the Arts Centre and the wider community in its broadest sense, and in particular with other arts organisation and corporations supportive of the arts.
