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I have looked over both Regulation VIII (Accommodation) and the new  Licence Terms and they seem a great improvement on the former documents.

My only comment is that there is no provision in the Licence Terms for retaining the balance of a student's fees if the student is either:

i) forced to leave under the terms of the Licence for bad behaviour, without other disciplinary action

ii) forced to leave as part of a disciplinary penalty imposed by a Student Discipline Panel for a Major Offence

I think the terms of the Licence would also stop a Discipline Panel including as part of a penalty the confiscation of fees received, as we would then be in breach.  They are quite in order however to levy a fine instead.

Since Imago services are unlikely to refill accommodation vacated in this way, a fine at least equal to the loss of accommodation fees is important, otherwise the University loses money because of the student's misbehaviour. Imago would like us to route the fine money back to them in such a case, to avoid losing money.

The solution to this is to change the terms of the Licence for the year after next to include a specific clause which involves the university keeping the balance of paid fees in the event of breach by the student by bad behaviour. (We could not do it by altering Ord XVII or Reg VIII)
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
