Further to the proposed amendments to Regulation XIV, considered and approved by Ordinances and Regulations (O&R) Committee, and Learning and Teaching (L&T) Committee in May/June 2005, the following minor additions are proposed on behalf of the Registrar. 

1. Add the underlined text to the post-O&R/L&T version of paragraph 14 (as below), to allow a member of staff called upon to participate in the proceedings of an Academic Appeal Committee to be accompanied by another colleague.
14. The Chair of the Programme Board or Review Board whose decision is the subject of the appeal (or his/her nominee) shall normally have the right to present the Board’s case in person to the Committee. Where the substance of the appeal relates to a member of University staff, the latter shall normally participate in the proceedings of the Committee, and may be accompanied by another member of staff of their choosing.
2. Add the underlined text to the post-O&R/L&T paragraph 18 (as below), to explicitly address the communication of Academic Appeal Committee decisions to members of staff involved in its proceedings.
18. An Academic Appeal Committee shall normally reach a decision within a maximum of 25 working days of the Dean referring the appeal to the Committee. The student, the Chair of the Programme or Review Board whose decision was the subject of the appeal, and any other member of staff involved in the proceedings of the Committee, shall be informed in writing of the decision of the Committee within three working days.
Senate is asked to approve these minor amendments in addition to those considered and approved by Ordinances and Regulations Committee, and Learning and Teaching Committee.
